How to download NovaNet from Home

Go to the website: customerlink.pearsondigital.com

You will see two columns.  Scroll down, look at the left column and click on ENTER

On the upper right hand side there will be the word Login.  It is in a blue box.  

Under login there is

For first name type in: novanet (all lower case and no spaces)

For last name type in:  novanet (all lower case and no spaces)

For password type in:  student (all lower case and no spaces)

Click on Submit.

Click on the area that says NovaNET.

On the next page in the upper right hand corner there will be the word Downloads.  Click on it.

On the next page you will have to choose a type of computer you are using.  Then, click on January 2006 Release for the particular computer you are using.

Click on Portal Installer.  A box will pop up, click on Run.  Click on Run again.  

A blue screen will pop up, click on Next.

Then click on Network Connection and then click on Next.

The next screen will ask for a host address and port number. 

For host address type in:  customer5.nn.com

For port number type in:   741

Then click on Next.

It will ask if you want to restart you computer, click Yes.

You will have to do this process again for Apt Files Installer, which is under Portal Installer.
After the Apt Files is installed, click on the type of lessons you want to install.  

For example, if you are working on Algebra I click on the Mathematics Installer.

After you have completed this, you should be ready to use Novanet.
